Why is Lambda Important?
A letter from a Rainbow Peaks Youth Group participant.

“To Whom It May Concern:

My name is [anonymous}, and
I am a member of the Rainbow
Peaks Youth Group in Fort
Collins, CO. I would just like
to inform you of how important
Rainbow Peaks is to the com-
munities of Northern Colorado.
It provides a safe environment
for members of the gay, les-
bian, bisexual, and transgender
(GLBT) community to seek
support and meet new people.

Rainbow Peaks Youth Group
has been an extremely impor-
tant support group for me. |
began going to group meetings
in January of 2008. At the time
I was eighteen and had been
openly gay among my friends
for just over a year, but | had
never before had the opportu-
nity to network and meet other

GLBT youth. Even before
coming out | had dealt with the
loneliness and isolation of not
having other GLBT people in
my life to relate to and find
support from. Coming to
group, meeting new people,
and finding that many of them
have been faced with some of
the same issues as | have, has
been a very powerful experi-
ence. Connecting with the
GLBT community through
Rainbow Peaks has greatly
assisted me in feeling more
safe and secure with being gay
myself. When | first came to
group, | was afraid to been seen
going to the Lambda Center,
out of fear that people would
know that | was gay and harass
me for it, but now I enjoy the
freedom of no longer having to
worry about this. My self-
confidence has grown and

group has aided me to come
out more than | ever have be-
fore.

The Rainbow Peaks Youth
Group has helped me, more
than | can accurately explain,
to learn about myself and to
form strong friendships with
the people Many of my friends
from group have learned simi-
lar things from participating
and it is one of the things we
look forward to each week for
the support and opportunity to
meet new people. It is an essen-
tial tool for GLBT youth.

Lambda Community Center is Getting a Makeover!

Lambda Community Center
will be receiving a $5,000
makeover courtesy of area
Home Depot stores! LCC
has been chosen as their ser-
vice project for 2008, thanks
to some lobbying by Diane
Kaufman, who is one of our
volunteers and a member of
the PFLAG Board of Direc-
tors. The makeover will
focus on green materials and
energy savings. Everything
from lighting, floor cover-
ings, appliances, cabinetry,
plumbing fixtures, etc. can

be included in the project.
LCC will receive a gift card
to make the necessary pur-
chases; the labor for installa-
tion will be donated by area
contractors. This windfall
will help to create a much
more functional, profes-
sional and attractive space
for the LCC.

Our primary focus will be
improving the Rainbow
Peaks Activity Center. The
400 square foot addition is
currently being used for
meetings, classes and vari-
ous social and recreational
activities throughout the
year. It needs new carpet-
ing, lighting, work stations
and window coverings to
make the vision we have for
it a reality. We’re planning
to replace the outdated fluo-
rescent lighting throughout
the LCC for greater energy

efficiency. Existing appli-
ances will be replaced and
we’ll have additional shelv-
ing and cabinetry to provide
for a bigger library more
functional office spaces.

Our preliminary Wish List is
being reviewed by Home
Depot headquarters. Final
approval will be arriving
soon, then we can make our
selections and the work can
begin. Work should be
completed by the end of Oc-
tober. It’s exciting to see a
national company take such
an interest in the local
GLBTIQQA community.
We’re genuinely apprecia-
tive of their support and
can’t wait to see the end re-
sult!
